The N3 corridor is a critical cross border economic route which is essential to facilitate strategic traffic movement and to maintain and improve connectivity to the North-West and Central Border Region. The need for a bypass of Virginia was initially identified by Cavan County Council in the 1980’s and formally acknowledged nationally by its inclusion in the National Road Needs Study (1998) by the National Road Authority (NRA).
The importance of this route is recognised in both the National Development Plan 2018-2027 and the NPF 2040.
The NPF identifies regional economic resilience and connectivity to the North-West as a strategic priority. The N3 Virginia Bypass will improve connectivity by reducing journey times. This in turn will make Cavan, the Border Region and the entire North - West a more attractive place to set up business, which will improve the economic resilience of the county and regions. It will also benefit existing businesses in the county by reducing transport times and costs and improving journey time reliability which has been an ongoing issue for many years.
The National Development Plan makes particular reference to the progression of the N3 Virginia Bypass, which ties into the existing dual carriageway in the jurisdiction of Meath County Council. National Strategic Outcome No 2 identifies that it is an objective of the National Development Plan to improve and complete linkages to Dublin and “…that every region and all the major urban areas, particularly those in the North-West, which have been comparatively neglected until recently, are linked to Dublin by a high-quality road network”.
The Northern and Western RSES 2020-2032 supports the planning and delivery of this strategically important scheme. Regional Policy Objective 6.7 specifically references the progression of the N3 Virginia bypass “through pre-appraisal, early planning in the short term and shall thereafter proceed to Construction and be delivered to an appropriate level of service within the lifetime of the RSES”. The delivery of these works will be supported and facilitated by the Council in conjunction with Meath County Council, TII and the Department of Transport.
The delivery of the bypassing of Virginia would see significant benefits in the areas of road safety, environmental impacts, accessibility and social inclusion, integration, and physical activity.  In seeking to achieve these improvements, Cavan County Council is also cognisant of the need to mitigate and reduce any potential impacts on the environment or areas of historical and archaeological importance due to implementation of the Scheme.

· Caitriona O’Reilly and the Arts Office on being one of 20 successful applications to receive €30,000 in funding through the Public Service Innovation Fund for a project for Young People and Creative Arts Therapies, delivered in collaboration with the HSE Child and Adolescent Mental Health Services (CAMHS) and Mental Health Ireland.
· Minister Heather Humphreys on allocating €795,000 to be invested in the former Market House in Ballyconnell.  The project will redevelop the building as a community, remote working and tourism hub.
· Minister Helen McEntee and her husband Paul Hickey on the birth of their baby boy Michael.

3.	To ask Cavan County Council to write to Fáilte Ireland and to the relevant governing bodies to adjust the eligibility of the “Outdoor Seating and Accessories for Tourism and Hospitality Business Scheme” to include the traditional Irish non-food serving pub.
		Councillor A. Fitzpatrick thanked the Cathaoirleach for allowing him bring forward his motion.  While Councillor Fitzpatrick welcomed the funding for outdoor dining he stated that it was wrong to leave out the traditional Irish pub particularly those situated in rural areas.  He stated that many public houses were struggling before lockdown and are now depending on funding in order to re-open.  He stated that the grant should be extended to all pubs.  Councillor Fitzpatrick proposed that Cavan County Council write to Fáilte Ireland and the relevant governing bodies to adjust the eligibility of the “Outdoor Seating and Accessories for Tourism and Hospitality Business Scheme” to include the traditional Irish non-food serving pub.
		Councillor B. Fay seconded the proposal. Councillor B. Fay proposed that Cavan County Council contact all other local authorities and ask that they support the motion.
		Councillor C. Brady supported the motion stating that in rural areas the tradition is to go to the local pub.  
		Councillor C. Kelly supported the motion.  He stated that it is terrible that rural pubs who do not serve food are getting no assistance.  He stated that publicans always support events in local communities.
		Councillor S.P. O’Reilly supported the motion.  He noted if publicans can’t make money then they cannot pay rates.  He stated that Fáilte Ireland are quick to put up pictures to entice people to come to Ireland and at the same time provide no help to rural Irish pubs.
		Councillors T.P. O’Reilly, P. Walsh and S. O’Reilly supported the motion.

1. [bookmark: _Hlk64972817]North South Interconnector
	Councillor C. Kelly asked the Director of Service, Mr. Brendan Jennings if there had been any communication or discussions between Cavan County Council and Eirgrid or ESB in relation to the North South Interconnector.
	Mr. Brendan Jennings, Director of Service informed the members that since the last Council meeting there had been no correspondence from anyone in relation to the North South Interconnector.  He noted that a presentation was made to the members by Eirgrid on the 12th April 2021.

2. Local Improvement Schemes funding inadequacy.
Councillor P. McVitty noted that over the last number of years the amount of funding allocated under the Local Improvement Scheme is inadequate for the improvement of non-public roads with County Cavan.  He noted that the LIS is under the remit of the Department of Rural and Community Development.
Councillor P. McVitty proposed that Cavan County Council write to the Minister for Agriculture, Mr. Charlie McConalogue, Minister for Transport, Mr. Eamon Ryan and Minister for Community & Rural Development, Ms. Heather Humphreys to provide LIS funding as no single Department is capable of addressing the backlog within the County that now goes back over ten years. 
Councillor W. Bennett seconded Councillor P. McVitty’s proposal stating that farmers offer employment in the county but get nothing in return.
Councillor T.P. O’Reilly supported the motion and agreed that other departments should have a role to play in providing funding.
Councillor S. Smith supported the motion and was of the opinion that the funding should come from Minister Ryan’s Department for Transport.  He stated that many of the businesses that reside on these laneways are the backbone of local economies.  He expressed his disappointment that the LIS had been abandoned for the best part of the last decade, noting that he remembered the time when approximately 60 laneways would be done in a year.  He stated that this figure has now decreased to between 4 and 6 a year.
Councillor J.P. Feeley supported the motion and was of the opinion that funding for the LIS should be taken from departments where there had been an underspend the previous year.  He stated that asking other departments to support LIS might end up in a wild goose chase.  
Councillor A. Fitzpatrick supported the motion and suggested that the Council meet with the Ministers.
Councillors B. Fay, C. Kelly, C. Brady, M. Argue, V. Smith, and P. Walsh supported the motion.
Mr. Paddy Connaughton, Director of Services noted the comments of the members and stated that the LIS is a big issue throughout the County.  He stated that it would take close to €12 million to fix all the 222 rural laneways awaiting repair across the County. He stated that last year’s allocation only facilitated fixing four roads and significant funding is needed.
Councillor P. McVitty thanked all for their support and stated that regardless of the past everybody needs to work together to secure funding. 

Councillor S. O’Reilly informed the meeting that the AGM has been arranged for Monday 14th June 2021 at 2pm in the Hotel Kilmore with all Covid 19 regulations being adhered to.

It was proposed by Councillor P. McDonald and seconded by Councillor J.P. Feeley to hold a special meeting online on Monday 24th May at 9.30a.m. to clear the current agenda.
Item nos. 3,4,5,6,7,8,9,10,11,12 and 14 were deferred to meeting on 24th May.
